Lodging Options 
 
The Inn at Keystone – These traditional hotel rooms are $119/ni plus taxes (for single/double 
occupancy).  Rooms have 2 queen beds or 1 king bed, plus a bathroom and a mini-fridge.  (very 
limited availability at this point) 
 
Studio condos in River Run Village – These units are $119/ni plus taxes (for single/double occupancy) 
and include 1 queen or 1 king bed plus a sleeper sofa, a bathroom and a kitchenette.  Please specify 
your preferred bed type when making reservations.   (very limited availability at this point) 
 
Efficiency units at Gateway Mountain Lodge – These units are $119/ni plus taxes (for single/double 
occupancy) and include 1 murphy bed plus a sleeper sofa, a bathroom, a microwave, toaster, and 
small fridge.   
 
One bedroom/one bath condos in River Run Village are $149/ni plus taxes.  The bedroom has 
either 1 king or 1 queen bed, and there’s a queen size sleeper sofa in the living room.  This unit also 
includes a full kitchen.  Please specify your preferred bed type when making reservations.  
 
Two bedroom/two bath condos in River Run Village are $169/ni plus taxes (for up to 4 people).  
This unit includes a full kitchen and living room.  One of the bedrooms has 1 king or 1 queen bed and 
the other has either 1 queen bed or 2 twin beds.  Please specify your preferred bed type when 
making reservations.  (limited availability at this point) 
 
 
The above rates are based on standard occupancy (2 people) per bedroom. For each additional 
person over standard occupancy per bedroom, a charge of $25.00 per adult per night, plus taxable 
surcharge and prevailing state and local taxes, will be added to the room rate. Maximum occupancy 
may not be exceeded and additional beds may not be requested.

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Group rates will be honored July 21 through July 31, subject to and limited by space availability. 
Check-in time is after 4:00 p.m. and check-out time is before 11:00 a.m.  Luggage storage will be 
offered for early arrivals or late departures.  
 
CANCELLATION POLICY:   At the time of booking, a credit card is required to guarantee the reservation. 
Cancellations are allowed up until 30 days prior to the arrival date, however, there will be a $30.00 
processing fee charged to the credit card on file.  Cancellations made within 30 days of arrival will be 
charged one night’s room and tax to the credit card provided at time of reservation.  No shows will be 
charged the full amount for the nights reserved.   
 
 
GROUND TRANSPORTATION INFORMATION  
 
Shuttle Service 
Shuttle service is available through Colorado Mountain Express at a reduced rate of $100 per person 
round-trip (between Denver International Airport and Keystone).  The reduced rate is available from 
July 21 -  August 2.

Car Rental 
Car rental is also an option, but be advised that Keystone Resort has an extensive, free shuttle service 
within the property.  Once at the resort, use of a car will not be necessary unless you want to go off-
property to explore the surrounding region. 
 
 
 

DRIVING DIRECTIONS 
 
From Denver International Airport 
Allow approximately 90 minutes travel time.  Exit the airport on Pena Boulevard to I-70 West.  Stay 
on I-70 West for approximately 80 miles.  Go through the almost two-mile long Eisenhower tunnel.  
Exit the tunnel and continue for approximately 6 miles to exit 205 (Silverthorne-Dillon).  Turn left, 
going under I-70 overpass, onto Highway 6.  Go approximately 7 miles until you arrive at Keystone. 
 
Once in Keystone….. 

To get to The Inn 
Once in Keystone, go past the first traffic light approximately 1 mile to Razor Road.  Take a 
right, then an immediate left to arrive at The Inn. 

 

To get to River Run Condos Front Desk  
Once in Keystone, go past the first traffic light approximately 1 mile to East Keystone Road, at 
the River Run Village sign.  Take a right, then take a left on Ida Belle Drive.  Take a right on 
Dercum Drive, go around the square and the River Run Check-in Desk is located on the first 
floor of Buffalo Lodge.

 To get to the Gateway Mountain Lodge 

      Once in Keystone, go past the first traffic light approximately 1 ½ miles to The Gateway    
Mountain Lodge on the right. It is right before the turn off to River Run. There is a restaurant  
on the first floor called the Haywood Café along with a Liquor Store and Spa. 
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
